Introduction

This document is the user guide for the&bru Website Managesystem. The user guide
describes how you, the webs#dministrator, install, configure and use tk&bru Website
Managersystem to create, publish and manage your websites.

The Asbru Website Managesystem is a web solution allowing you easy access to create and
update the content of your Internet websgengll asyour Intranet and Extranet websites.

The system is fulfeatured but very easy to use and highly flexible. By default it is configured
with standard settings that should work for most websites, and the settings can easily be
changed to meet spatrequirements

Installing and configuring thAsbru Website Managesystem is easy and shouétke no
more than a few minutes if you are familiar with web servers.

1.1 System Requirements

The Asbru Website Manageystemis very flexible and unparalleled in that it runs on most
major website platforms: operating systems, web seraadprogramming/scripting
languages. No ntger which platform your website runs on it is likely to be supported.

If you need to switch from one platfornsuch as the combination of Microsoft Windows,
Internet Information ServeandActive Server Pagesto another platform such as the
combinaion of Unix, ApacheandPHPT you can simply move everything and continue to use
the Asbru Website Manageaystemwithout purchasing a new weite managesystem,
redeveloping your website and retraining your website administrators.

1.2 Download and Installation

(www.asbrusoft.com The software is available in a variety of packages and formats. Please
check the website for details.

superadmin website administrator. As default the superadmin username and password is
configured to fAiadmindo and fAadmind. You should c
anyone can easily get unauthorised actessanage your website.

It is important that you remember your superadmin username and password or you may not be
able to get access to thsbru Website Managesystem and to manage your website.

As a safeguard you should also configure a workingaél address for your superadmin

website administrator and remember to update it if it changes. If you loose your superadmin
username and password the only easy way to retrieve them is to havenieatadeto the
configured superadminmail address. Otherwas you will have to access your configuration
file directly and manually to reset or retrieve the superadmin username and password.

This section describes the general procedure for upgradirstitea Website Manager
system However, the upgrade procedure may vary for some releases. Please make sure to
read and follow any special upgrade instructions orA8i®uwebsite.

Upgrading theAsbru Website Manageshould usually never cause any of your website
content and other data to be modified or deleted. However, before upgradikebthe
Website Manageyou should always make a backup copy of your existing pnoditas and
data files, which you can restore if anything goes wrong with the upgrade.

To download and install a new release ofAlsbru Website Managesystem simply

download a package in an appropriate format, unpack it and copy it to your welosgtaric
similar way to your initial installation. The program files in the new release should replace
your existing program files except for a few files. When upgrading you should not replace
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but keep your existing files of the following (located in théebmanagér folder of your
website):

ini.asp and/or ini.php

user.ini.asp and/or user.ini.php

These files contain settings for your website. If you accidentally replace these files, your
websitewill use theAsbru Website Manageatefault settings angou may behaveeconfigure
your website settings and website administrator user accounts.

After a successful login you have access toAsleru Website Managaystemfor your
websitel and so has anybody else with access to your computer. Before leaving your
computer for a longer or shorter period of time you should logout frorAsheu Website
Managersystemnto prevent others from using it to make changes to yobsitee This is
especially important if you use a computer which other people have access to.

To logout from theAsbru Website Managexyystem pl ease sel ect the fiLogout
top-left hand corner of thAsbru Website Managexdministration pages. Adr logging out
you will see your website homepage.

You will also be logged out automatically after some time depending on the configuration of
your web server. Technically, your login/logout is controlled througbsol | ed FfAsessi on
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vari abl es osereen Yourovelrserweentay be configured to automatically expire
session variables after anything from a few minutes to a few days.

Please note that you will need to login again if your web server session variables and thus

your login expire while youra using theAsbru Website Manageystem E.g. if you are

using a long time to edit the content of one of your web pages and your login expires before

you save, your changes will be lost. If you experience this problem you should make sure to
saveyourwo k regul arly. Alternatively you can ask yo
the web server session variable expiration ti me
should be fine, but occasionally it may have been configured to expire session vafigiles

just a few minutes.

2.1.2 Retrieve superadmin username and password
You should make sure not to forget and loose your superadmin username and password,
which are essential to get full access toAlsbru Website Managesystemfor your website.

However, f you do forget and loose your superadmin username and password you will be
able to retrieve it if you have configured a working superadnamrag address.

To retrieve a forgotten and lost superadmin username and password you must open your usual
websiteaddr es s f wébmanagérg als y widk d/ 0O .

2.3 Browse & Edit
Browse & Edit is an easy way to create and update the content of your website simply by
browsing your website in administration mode and editing the page content.

When you access your website in Browse & Edit mgalé website is displayeid a separate
frame inside thé\sbru Website Managewhere you can browse your website.

Additionally, a number of lefhand menu items give you access to copy (Add New), update
and delete your currently displayed web page in the Browse & Edit frame.
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2.4 Content Editor

The Content Editor gives you access to actually create and update content of your web pages.

The Content Editor is accessible from the Browse & Edit administration mode as well as from
the Content and Library administration sections.

2.4.1 Primary Content

With the default configuration of th&sbru Website Managesystem the Content Editor

includes a Primary Content block with a Title input field amdactual Content input field
depending on whether you are creating/editing a Raggge orfile. Simply edit the text in

the Title field and update the details in the Content input field to create/update the content of
your website and select Save to store the changes.

The Content Editoroés Primary Cont enisplays!l oc k
the content items URL website address for linking to the content item.

Please note that if you select another link or close your web browser without first selecting
Save, any changes you have made will be ignored and no changes will be made to you
website content.

To view your Pagehanges before saving and publishing them, you can select Preview to
open a new web browser window with the currently edited content.

If you are creating or updating a Page you will have access to a web editoCiontiest

input field, which allows you to format your text and insert images, files and links. Please see
2.4 Content Editorfor details.
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
